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The Transportation Improvement Program identifies all federal and 

state funded, in addition to locally funded regionally significant for 

air quality, surface transportation projects anticipated for funding 

in the Denver metropolitan area during federal fiscal years 

2024-2027.  This multimodal program includes projects located on 

roadways, active transportation facilities, transit (capital and 

operating), and travel demand management, in addition to studies.

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I. Introduction
This Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) identifies state and federally-funded surface 

transportation projects anticipated to be implemented in the Denver region during federal fiscal years 

2024 through 2027 and was developed under federal guidance and requirements contained within the 

Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act, the current federal transportation law.   

The Denver Regional Council of Governments, the region’s metropolitan planning organization, is 

responsible for preparing the Transportation Improvement Program in cooperation with local 

governments, the Colorado Department of Transportation, and the Regional Transportation District.  

The geographic area covered by this Transportation Improvement Program includes all or portions of 

Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Jefferson, Douglas, and Weld counties as shown in 

Figure 1.

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Projects are selected through a cooperative process, considering submittals from local governments, the 

Colorado Department of Transportation, the Regional Transportation District, and other eligible 

agencies.  The Policies for Transportation Improvement Program Development, adopted January 19, 

2022, by the Denver Regional Council of Governments Board of Directors, provides the basis for the 

submittal, evaluation, ranking, and selection of the Denver Regional Council of Governments-selected 

projects.  The fiscal year 2024-2027 Transportation Improvement Program was approved by the Denver 

Regional Council of Governments Board of Directors on August 16, 2023.   

This Transportation Improvement Program fulfills the following purposes: 

• Serve as a short-range implementation tool to address the goals of the regional long-range

transportation plan.

• Provide continuity for current projects with those identified in previous Transportation

Improvement Programs.

• Identify transportation projects recommended for implementation by transportation mode, type of

improvement, funding source(s), year of anticipated funding, and geographic area.

• Estimate the costs of projects proposed and to ensure allocations are consistent with the funds

reasonably anticipated to be available.

• Prioritize projects to effectively utilize funds as they become available.

• Identify and implement projects that will maintain the system, improve safety, improve air quality

and reduce greenhouse gas emissions, reduce vehicle miles traveled and congestion, and enhance

the transportation system.

A. Relationship to DRCOG Plans
The adopted Metro Vision Regional Transportation Plan identifies the long-range transportation vision 

and needs for the metropolitan area.  It includes project and program investment priorities that 

contribute to achieving regional transportation goals.  The following Regional Transportation Plan 

investment priorities were part of the criteria used to evaluate, recommend, and approve Denver 

Regional Council of Government-selected projects for this Transportation Improvement Program. 

• Safety
o Objective: Increase the safety for all users of the transportation system

B. Federal Requirements

1. Conformity Finding
The impact of transportation on the Denver region’s air quality is considered in the Denver Regional

Council of Government’s regional planning efforts.  Under Section 176(c) of the Clean Air Act, as 

amended in 1990, a Metropolitan Planning Organization that includes an air quality non-attainment area 

is required to show conformity of its Transportation Improvement Program with the State 

Implementation Plan (SIP) for air quality before it can be adopted.   

This Transportation Improvement Program is consistent with air quality conformity requirements by 

assuring all regionally significant capacity projects are contained within the applicable stage of the 

adopted Regional Transportation Plan.  Technical documents that present the conformity findings can 

be found on the Denver Regional Council of Government’s website.  For this Transportation 

Improvement Program cycle, all budgets have been passed, meaning the Transportation Improvement 

Program is in compliance with all air quality conformity requirements. 

2. Financial Constraint
Current federal transportation legislation requires the Transportation Improvement Program to include

a financial plan that demonstrates how the program can be implemented.  As summarized in Table 1, 

the Transportation Improvement Program is shown to be financially constrained as of its adoption.  This 

is demonstrated by the positive balances for each program area.  The table compares all projected 

revenues against programmed expenditures for each funding program over the four-year cycle.  In some 

allocation sources, the “Previous TIP Rolled” column is utilized to show revenues and/or programmed 

amounts from the previous four-year cycle to balance out (due to previous year over- or under-

programming) a particular program.  This is directly related to the way DRCOG-allocated funds were 

selected for this document (four calls for projects versus the typical two).  Additional details are 

provided later in this chapter in C.1. 

The Denver Regional Council of Governments works cooperatively with the Colorado Department of 

Transportation and the Regional Transportation District to determine reasonably expected revenues by 

funding category and by year for the four years of the Transportation Improvement Program.  The funds 
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allocated by the Denver Regional Council of Governments are balanced for each four-year cycle , but not 

by individual year.  This allows maximum flexibility for project programming and for project sponsors to 

complete their projects. 

Project and program expenditures are supplied by the Colorado Department of Transportation, the 

Regional Transportation District, and other projects sponsors as part of their applications and 

submittals.  The Denver Regional Council of Governments aligns programmed projects with funding 

programs based on project eligibility, sponsor requests, local match contribution, and funding 

availability.  For each program, the cumulative four-year difference between estimated revenues and 

programmed costs is positive, indicating the programmed projects in this Transportation Improvement 

Program are fiscally constrained.  The Denver Regional Council of Governments Board of Directors then 

adopts the Transportation Improvement Program document, and the projects are implemented. 

Table 1 also shows system-level estimates of costs and revenue for adequately operating and 

maintaining the Federal-aid highway and public transportation systems.  Operations and maintenance 

costs for public transportation include a variety of ongoing costs such as staff, fuel, and vehicle 

maintenance.  For the federal-aid highway system, operations and maintenance costs include, but are 

not limited to, surface treatment and structure repair, traffic control operations, and snow and ice 

removal. 

The costs and revenues are presented in year of expenditure (YOE) dollars and are derived from the 

financial analysis contained within the 2050 Metro Vision Regional Transportation Plan.  These 

programmatic categories show that all incoming projected operations and maintenance revenues are 

used to adequately maintain the system.

3. Project Management
The implementation status of major projects funded in the previous Transportation Improvement

Program is presented in Appendix A.  It shows major projects (cost greater than $10 million) either 

under construction or that have been constructed.  It also lists major projects delayed, such that major 

elements have been moved into this Transportation Improvement Program horizon. 

4. Environmental Justice and Title VI
An important consideration for the Transportation Improvement Program is its potential benefits to,

and burdens on, marginalized communities within the Denver region, as compared to the region as a 

whole.  Guidance for evaluating these benefits and burdens is derived from Executive Order 12898, 

Federal Actions to Address Environmental Justice in Minority and Low-Income Populations, signed in 

1994.  The executive order reinforced the requirements of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 that 

focuses federal attention on the environmental and human health conditions in communities of people 

of color and people with low-income and their access to public information and opportunity to 

participate in planning matters relating to the environment.  Environmental justice is a federal 

requirement of all federal, state, and local agencies and has a legal basis in Title VI, the executive order, 

and the National Environmental Policy Act.     

Environmental justice is considered in the scoring of individual Denver Regional Council of 

Governments-funded projects.  Projects are evaluated based on the concentration of environmental 

justice and disproportionately impacted communities near a project and how the project addresses the 

mobility needs of these population groups.  The adopted Policies for Transportation Improvement 

Program Development provides more details.    

Details on how the Transportation Improvement Program considers equity and environmental justice 

can be found in Appendix D.  Regional-level analysis indicates a positive distribution of the benefits and 

burdens of projects to marginalized communities as compared to the entire region.  Analysis of this kind 

does not directly assess benefits and burdens related to outcomes of specific projects or programs, but 

the general likelihood of impacts based on project type.  It is important to note that all projects selected 

for funding must go through environmental analysis and public involvement prior to construction.  

Projects shown in the Transportation Improvement Program contain the best information known at the 

time of submittal, and final details of alignment, design, multimodal treatments, and environmental 

mitigation, minimization, or abatement strategies are determined before construction takes place 

through a project-level National Environmental Policy Act environmental review process. 
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5. Public Involvement 
Public involvement is a continuous process for the Denver Regional Council of Governments.  The 

Transportation Improvement Program considers public input during five main phases in the 

development process, including: 

• Potential public input solicited by an applicant before their application is submitted for funding 

consideration.  The application considers this within project readiness, which includes questions 

focusing on the applicant’s ability to demonstrate the readiness of a project to receive funding, 

including subsections on avoiding pitfalls and roadblocks, local match availability, and public 

support.   

• After each call for projects closes, public comment is solicited for an approximate two-week period.  

A summary of the comments received is provided to each recommending body to use in their 

discussion and recommendation process.  Comments received on each project submitted for the 

calls associated with this Transportation Improvement Program can be found on this webmap.  In 

summary, over 2,600 comments were received over the calls for projects used to develop this 

Transportation Improvement Program. 

• Public comments during the county forum process, regardless if it’s during a Call for Projects process 

or not.  Each county subregional forum provides public notice for each of its meetings throughout 

the entire Transportation Improvement Program development process.  In addition, each agenda 

contained dedicated time for public comment. 

• During all Denver Regional Council of Government committee meetings (including the Technical 

Advisory Committee, Regional Transportation Committee, and Board of Directors), each agenda 

contained dedicated time for public comment.   

• The public comment period from June 20 to July 19, 2023, concluding with a public hearing that was 

conducted on July 19, 2023.  Members of the public had the opportunity to testify verbally at the 

hearing or in writing during the preceding 30-day comment period.  In total, X comments were 

either received on a webmap, in writing, or in person.  Those comments can be found here. 

Notice of public involvement activities and time established for public review and comment on the 

Transportation Improvement Program will satisfy the Program of Projects requirements of the Federal 

Transit Administration (FTA) Section 5307 Program for the Regional Transportation District’s Program of 

Projects (also referred to as the Regional Transportation District’s Mid-term Financial Plan). 

6. Transportation Performance Measures 
In 2015, the Federal Highway Administration and Federal Transit Administration developed a series of 

rules to implement performance management requirements established by Moving Ahead for Progress 

in the 21st Century and reaffirmed in subsequent surface transportation legislation.  Under these rules, 

state departments of transportation, transit agencies, and metropolitan planning organizations are 

required to set targets and report on progress towards achieving targets for several topics in support of 
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a performance-based approach to transportation planning and programming.  Performance 

management increases the accountability and transparency of the transportation system and provides a 

framework to support improved investment decision-making through a focus on data-driven 

performance outcomes for key national transportation goals.  

Safety   

The safety performance management measures support the Highway Safety Improvement Program 

requiring state departments of transportation and metropolitan planning organizations to annually set 

targets for five safety performance measures.  State departments of transportation were first required 

to set targets by August 31st, 2017, and metropolitan planning organizations had the option to support 

the state targets or establish their own targets within 180 days after. 

Regional Objective 5 of Metro Vision (operate, manage, and maintain a safe and reliable transportation 

system) establishes five performance measures to monitor the region’s progress towards becoming a 

connected multimodal region.  One measure currently includes a target of having fewer than 100 annual 

fatalities by 2040.  Additionally, the Denver Regional Council of Government’s Board of Directors has 

adopted the Taking Action on Regional Vision Zero safety plan to set a goal of zero regional fatalities.  

Considering these goals, the Denver Regional Council of Governments chose to set its own targets 

separate from the state targets. The region’s current safety targets can be viewed here. 

Pavement and Bridge Condition  

The Federal Highway Administration established guidance for state departments of transportation and 

metropolitan planning organizations to use in managing pavement and bridge performance on the 

National Highway System (NHS).  The Colorado Department of Transportation was required to establish 

two- and four-year targets for the full extent of the National Highway System in the state by May 20th, 

2018.  Two-year targets reflect the anticipated performance level at the midpoint of each performance 

period, while 4-year targets reflect it for the end of the performance period.  Metropolitan planning 

organizations had the option of supporting the 4-year state target or to establish their own by 180 days 

after May 20th.  Beginning August 16, 2020, and every two years thereafter, The Federal Highway 

Administration determines if significant progress has been made toward the achievement of each 2-year 

or 4-year applicable statewide target.  The Denver Regional Council of Governments chose to support 

the state targets for the pavement and bridge condition performance measures. The region’s current 

infrastructure condition targets can be viewed here. 

Travel Time Reliability and Freight Reliability 

The travel time reliability measure assesses the reliability of National Highway System roadways.  Travel 

time reliability is defined by the Federal Highway Administration as the percent of person-miles that are 

reliable.  With freight (truck travel time reliability), reliability is defined as the percent of truck person 

miles on interstates only.  The Colorado Department of Transportation is required to establish two- and 

four-year targets for the interstates, but only a four-year target for the National Highway System.  

Metropolitan planning organizations are required to either support the State targets or establish their 

own quantifiable four-year targets within 180 days of the State target establishment.  The Denver 
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Regional Council of Governments chose to support the state targets for the travel time reliability and 

freight reliability performance measures.   

The Regional Transportation Plan contains a section on freight that informs investment decisions.  In 

addition, the Denver Regional Council of Governments has developed a Regional Multimodal Freight 

Plan, which is derived from the Colorado Department of Transportation Statewide Multimodal Freight 

Plan.  This plan assists and encourages the region to move forward with achieving these category 

targets. The region’s current reliability targets can be viewed here. 

Traffic Congestion Reduction 

The peak hour excessive delay and non-single occupancy vehicle travel measures apply to urbanized 

areas with National Highway System mileage and with populations greater than 200,000 within 

metropolitan planning organization boundaries in non-attainment or maintenance for National Ambient 

Air Quality Standards pollutants.  For these measures, the Denver Regional Council of Governments is 

required to set unified targets with the Colorado Department of Transportation. 

In Metro Vision, the Denver Regional Council of Governments has established a 2040 performance 

measure target of 35% non-single occupancy vehicle mode share to work.  The Denver Regional Council 

of Governments worked in conjunction with the Colorado Department of Transportation to establish a 

unified target using the future Metro Vision target as a basis for setting the two- and four-year non-

single occupancy vehicle targets.  Metro Vision, combined with the Congestion Mitigation/Air Quality 

funding program, contributes to achieving these targets. The region’s current traffic congestion 

reduction targets can be viewed here. 

On-Road Mobile Source Emissions Reduction 

Emissions reduction measures are based on two- and four-year total emission reduction benefits 

reported for each National Ambient Air Quality Standard criteria pollutant and precursor.  It applies to 

state departments of transportation and metropolitan planning organizations whose geographic 

boundaries include any part of a nonattainment or maintenance area for ozone, carbon monoxide, or 

particulate matter.  The emission reduction benefits come from the Congestion Mitigation/Air Quality 

Public Access System and are reported in kilograms per day.  The Congestion Mitigation/Air Quality 

Performance Plan documents progress in achieving these targets. The region’s current emissions 

reduction targets can be viewed here. 

Transit Asset Management 

The transit asset management measures set a framework for transit agencies to manage their assets, 

ensuring continued reliability and safety. The Regional Transportation District developed the required 

state of good repair targets, and the Denver Regional Council of Governments has chosen to support 

their targets. The region’s current transit asset management targets can be viewed here. 

Public Transportation Agency Safety Plan 

The Federal Transit Administration requires certain transit agencies to develop safety plans that include 

the processes to implement Safety Management Systems. The Regional Transportation district has an 
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adopted and certified Public Transportation Agency Safety Plan including targets for the required 

measures. The Denver Regional Council of Governments has chosen to support their targets. The 

region’s current transit safety targets can be viewed here. 

Performance Measure Targets and Transportation Improvement Program Impacts 

Staff identify which projects in the Transportation Improvement Program help make progress towards 

achieving the performance targets. Table 2 summarizes the Transportation Improvement Program 

projects and total funding dedicated towards achieving each of the federal performance targets. 

The following adopted Transportation Improvement Program application criteria are directly or 

indirectly associated with performance measures: 

• How will this project move the region toward achieving the shared regional transportation outcomes

established in Metro Vision? (Safety, System Performance, Congestion)

• How does this project help increase mobility choices for people, goods, and/or services? (Safety,

Pavement Condition, Bridge Condition, System Performance, Congestion, Emissions, Transit Asset

Management, Transit Safety)

• How does this project help reduce congestion and air pollutants, including but not limited to, carbon

monoxide, ground-level ozone precursors, particulate matter, and greenhouse gas emissions? (System

Performance, Congestion, Emissions)

• How does this project improve connections to or expand the region’s transit system, as outlined in the

2050 MVRTP? (Congestion, Emissions, Transit Asset Management, Transit Safety)

• How does this project implement safety improvements (roadway, active transportation facility, etc.),

particularly improvements in line with the recommendations in Taking Action on Regional Vision Zero?

(Safety, Transit Safety)

• How does this project improve the efficient movement of goods, specifically improvements identified in

the Regional Multimodal Freight Plan? (System Performance, Congestion)

• How does this project help expand the active transportation network, close gaps, improve comfort,

and/or improve connections to key destinations, particularly improvements in line with the

recommendations in the Denver Regional Active Transportation Plan? (Safety, Congestion, Emissions)

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C. Investment Decision Process 
Funding decisions for transportation projects in this document are made by the Denver Regional Council 

of Governments, the Colorado Department of Transportation, the Regional Transportation District, and 

local agencies through the region’s Metropolitan Planning Organization planning process.  Decisions 

either begin first by identifying specific projects or by identifying revenue sources available in specific 

funding categories.  Each agency follows their own specific project selection procedures and federal 

guidelines for selecting projects to include in the Transportation Improvement Program.   

1. The Denver Regional Council of Governments Transportation Improvement 
Program Selection Process 
Before any call for projects can occur, staff estimates available funding by source and year, considering 

control totals provided by the Colorado Department of Transportation and other sources.  The total 

four-year program must include the funding for all previous commitments and set-aside programs, in 

addition to any new funding requests.  Transportation Improvement Programs typically include a 

mixture of new and previously-selected projects still ongoing or that have not been closed out per 

federal and/or state regulations. 

In selecting new projects, the Denver Regional Council of Governments follows eligibility and evaluation 

criteria defined in the Policies for Transportation Improvement Program Development adopted on 

January 19, 2022.    

The Denver Regional Council of Governments process consists of two project selection elements – the 

Regional Share and Subregional Share.  In the Regional Share, funding is awarded to projects having a 

regional benefit and that have competed against each other.  Within the Subregional Share, funds are 

proportionately targeted for planning purposes to predefined geographic units (counties) for project 

prioritization and recommendation.  Each county subregion, or forum, may add additional criteria 

specific to their subregional application accounting for local values.  The project selection process for the 

fiscal year 2024-2027 Transportation Improvement Program utilized four calls for projects and each call 

allocated funds through two funding “tracks”.   

Due to the timing of available funding sources, which affected both the fiscal year 2022-2025 and the 

fiscal year 2024-2027 Transportation Improvement Programs, the Denver Regional Council of 

Governments issued four Calls for Projects as outlined below: 

• Calls 1 and 2 (Regional Share and Subregional Share) were conducted to program fiscal year 2023-

2025 in the fiscal year 2022-2025 Transportation Improvement Program.  These calls exclusively 

programmed the Air Quality and Multimodal Track (AQ/MM), using specific state and federal 

funding sources, excluding federal Surface Transportation Block Grant (STBG).  In the Air Quality and 

Multimodal Track, all projects must have either contributed towards reducing air pollutants and/or 

reducing congestion and be eligible for one of the funding sources being used.  

• Calls 3 and 4 (Regional Share and Subregional Share) were to program fiscal year 2025-2027 in the 

fiscal year 2024-2027 Transportation Improvement Program.  In addition to the Air Quality and 
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Multimodal Track, the Surface Transportation Block Grant (STBG) Track was also introduced and 

used.  This track exclusively used this funding type with lifted restrictions on the use of funds. 

All calls took place throughout 2022 into early 2023.  Due to the calls not directly lining up to a specific 

Transportation Improvement Program, and the available funding types and restrictions by track, all 

projects selected for funding throughout these four calls are included within this program of projects, 

whether the funding is programed in fiscal year 2024-2027 or included within the prior funding column.  

For each call, project sponsors submitted applications in year of expenditure dollars using an 

appropriate inflation rate (a minimum of 3% per year per Colorado Department of Transportation, 

though most were higher to account for the current inflationary environment).  Projects were reviewed 

for eligibility, reviewed, and scored based on the adopted policy and criteria.  Projects were then 

recommended within financial constraint funding limits for inclusion in the Transportation Improvement 

Program.  All the Denver Regional Council of Governments-selected projects were recommended by its 

committees and Board of Directors.  To develop the fiscal year 2024-2027 Transportation Improvement 

Program, all appropriate projects were transferred from the previous fiscal year 2022-2025 

Transportation Improvement Program.  

Each call selects projects in different ways:      

• Regional Share (20% of the available funding):  Applications from individual sponsors were submitted 

on behalf of and in concurrence with the subregional forums, the Colorado Department of 

Transportation, and the Regional Transportation District, respectively.  Each subregion was 

permitted a maximum of three submittals, while the Regional Transportation District and Colorado 

Department of Transportation were allowed two each.  After receiving the applications, Denver 

Regional Council of Governments staff reviewed for eligibility and scored each application. 

A project review panel (one technical representative from each of the eight subregions, one 

Colorado Department of Transportation representative, one Regional Transportation District 

representative, and three regional subject matter experts) was convened to discuss and prioritize 

eligible projects for a funding recommendation to the Denver Regional Council of Governments 

Board.  The panel’s recommendation was forwarded through the Metropolitan Planning 

Organization planning process to incorporate the Regional Share projects into the draft 

Transportation Improvement Program. 

• Subregional Share (80% of the available funding; proportionately targeted for planning purposes to 

each forum):  Applicants individually submitted applications to county forums, where each forum 

was charged with scoring, deliberating, and recommending projects.  Like the Regional Share 

process, each forum’s recommended projects were taken through the Metropolitan Planning 

Organization committee process and approved by the Denver Regional Council of Governments 

Board for inclusion into the draft Transportation Improvement Program. 

Additional Denver Regional Council of Governments-allocated funds may become available to 

programming through project close-outs or year-end funding reconciliations.  In that event, funding for 
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projects already identified in the Transportation Improvement Program will be advanced per the waiting 

list protocol outlined in Appendix D, with the concurrence of the sponsor.   

If additional funds remain, projects may be selected from among those on the waiting list.  The waiting 

lists and protocol are contained within Appendix D.   

2. Colorado Department of Transportation Improvement Program Selection Process
The Colorado Department of Transportation has primary responsibility for selecting projects that use

federal National Highway System, Freight, Safety, Transportation Alternatives (that are not Metropolitan 

Planning Organization-allocated), Transit Small Urban and Rural, and Elderly/Disabled funding.  The 

Colorado Department of Transportation also has primary responsibility for selecting projects to be 

funded through the Transportation Commission’s “Regional Priority Program” and “FASTER Programs”, 

which include state funds and some of Colorado’s share of federal surface transportation funds.  The 

Bridge and Tunnel Enterprise Board selects projects using FASTER bridge funds.  The Colorado 

Department of Transportation holds county meetings per their Project Priority Programming Process to 

receive comments and suggestions, prior to selecting projects, as well as ongoing meetings with 

jurisdictions to discuss changing needs.  

For projects that are not regionally significant from an air quality conformity perspective, the Colorado 

Department of Transportation has adopted a philosophy of displaying such funds in pools.  For pools 

such as Hot Spots, Safety Enhancements, and Traffic Signals, the Colorado Department of Transportation 

does not identify the specific projects to use those funds.  For pools allocated entirely to the Colorado 

Department of Transportation (such as Federal Bridge and Surface Treatment), or projects where 

sponsors may be entities other than the Colorado Department of Transportation (such as Bridge Off-

System), the Transportation Improvement Program simply lists the projects the Colorado Department of 

Transportation intends to fund, at such time as those decisions are made. 

3. Regional Transportation District Transportation Improvement Program Selection
Process
In November 2004, voters in the Regional Transportation District service area endorsed a multi-billion-

dollar transit implementation program called FasTracks by approving a 4/10 cent sales tax increase.  The 

current FasTracks financial plan assumes a variety of funding sources beyond the regional sales tax, 

including federal funds and local contributions.  While a majority of the FasTracks system has been 

completed, any remaining corridors with current funding are included in this Transportation 

Improvement Program. 

Besides the FasTracks projects, the Transportation Improvement Program reflects other Mid-Term 

Financial Plan projects using federal funds.  The Regional Transportation District has primary 

responsibility for selecting projects in the Transit Formula and Discretionary Grants (Fixed Guideway, 

New Bus, and New Starts) federal funding categories and ensures all projects are in its Mid-Term 

Financial Plan and have fiscal support.  The Mid-Term Financial Plan is a six-year overview of the 

operating and capital improvement programs for the Regional Transportation District updated and 

published annually and is fiscally constrained. 
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Projects are included and considered by reviewing current and future service needs and the capital 

improvements required to sustain those needs, and the revenue resources available.  The Mid-Term 

Financial Plan is developed with input from the Regional Transportation District departments and local 

governments.  In the final stage of adoption, the Mid-Term Financial Plan is approved by the Regional 

Transportation District Board in an open meeting process. 

To identify the projects to be included in the Transportation Improvement Program, the Regional 

Transportation District considers both project priority and estimates of historical federal funding levels.   

4. Interagency Coordination 
While the three agencies’ selection processes are conducted separately, they all take appropriate steps 

to ensure proper project-level coordination: 

• All three agencies have representation on the Transportation Advisory Committee, the Regional 

Transportation Committee, and the Denver Regional Council of Governments Board of Directors. 

• The Regional Transportation District and the Denver Regional Council of Governments actively 

participated in the Colorado Department of Transportation’s county hearings.  

• The Regional Transportation District’s Mid-Term Financial Plan development is a public process. 

• The Transportation Improvement Program Policy is reviewed by Metropolitan Planning Organization 

committees before adoption by the Denver Regional Council of Governments Board of Directors. 

• Representatives from all three agencies discuss the potential relationships (synergies or conflicts) 

between their respective projects. 

• The entire Denver Regional Council of Governments selection process is transparent, with briefings at 

Metropolitan Planning Organization committees on progress and tentative decisions. 

• All three agencies participate as non-voting members in each of the eight subregional forums. 

• The Regional Transportation District and the Colorado Department of Transportation are represented on 

the Denver Regional Council of Governments Board of Directors as non-voting members and provide 

comment and advice to the Board. 

• The Denver Regional Council of Governments convenes monthly Agency Coordination Team meetings.  

The Agency Coordination Team includes representatives from the Colorado Department of 

Transportation, the Regional Transportation District, the Federal Highway Administration, and the 

Federal Transit Administration to discuss interagency issues in the metropolitan planning process. 
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II. The 2024-2027 Program
This section provides a detailed synopsis of the projects programmed within the Metropolitan Planning 

Organization boundary during the timeframe of this Transportation Improvement Program.  To aid the 

reader, projects are presented in several formats:  

• Project Maps (Figures 2-5) - Present the geographic location of the Denver Regional Council of

Governments-selected projects by project type. Project details are available through the web map.

• Project List (Table 3) - A simple look-up table sorted by project name to complement the project map and

descriptions.

• Projects Designated as Regionally Significant Projects (Table 4) - Includes regionally significant projects

recognized in the air quality conformity determination documents.  All projects are part of the

conformity network and are in the applicable staging periods of the current 2050 Metro Vision Regional

Transportation Plan.

• Project Descriptions - Provides details of each project proposed for implementation during this

programming timeframe.  The descriptions are in order by project number.  The upper portion of each

description sheet includes the project title, identification numbers, sponsor, project type, project scope,

and location map, as appropriate.  The title is a brief description of the project location.  The center of

each project description page indicates the anticipated opening date, affected counties and

municipalities, performance measures targeted, year of project phase initiation, and funding sources.

The total project funding is the sum of funds previously programmed before fiscal year 2024, funds

shown for fiscal year 2024 through 2027, and projected future funding (allocated or unallocated) beyond

that is shown in this Transportation Improvement Program.  The most likely funding source for each

project is identified.  The bottom of the sheet displays the history of the project (amendments or action

to move it from one Transportation Improvement Program to another).

Appendix B contains projects sorted by county, city, and project type.

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Waiting Lists Protocol 
If additional funds become available in Fiscal Years 2024 - 2026, Denver Regional Council of 

Governments staff will initiate the process to allocate funds to waiting list projects as described below.  

Additional funding that becomes available in Fiscal Year 2027 (beginning on October 1, 2026) will be 

rolled over and included with the Calls for Projects in the Fiscal Year 2028-2031 Transportation 

Improvement Program.  This protocol does not apply to any Transportation Improvement Program set-

asides, pool programs, or projects not on the waiting list. 

Additional funding can come from two sources: 

• Project cancellations by project sponsors or project savings.  Funding from these methods will be

returned to where it was originally programmed (Regional Share or each individual Subregional Share

forum) if it was programmed from Fiscal Year 2020 and beyond.  Project cancellations or project savings

from any project programmed before Fiscal Year 2020 will be programmed similar to new revenues (see

below), as the dual model method did not begin until Fiscal Year 2020.  Transportation Improvement

Program Set-Asides project cancellations or savings will be returned to their respective set-aside and are

not listed in Table 5.

• New revenues.  Funding from this method will be split according to the established funding split; 20% to

the Regional Share and 80% to the Subregional Share processes.  Subregional funds will be further

broken down and targeted according to the established breakdown:

• Adams County: 15.44%

• Arapahoe County: 18.61%

• Boulder County: 9.92%

• City/County of Broomfield: 2.44%

• City/County of Denver: 24.22%

• Douglas County: 10.37%

• Jefferson County: 16.50%

• SW Weld County: 2.50%

When Denver Regional Council of Governments staff is notified of additional funds, the following steps 

will be followed: 

1. Obtain official verification from Colorado Department of Transportation of availability of funds.

2. When either a) $2 million is accrued or b) an amount equal to 100% of the next-in-line (top-ranked)

project funding request is accrued for any one of the individual waiting lists (Regional Share, or any of the

Subregional Share forums), staff will first contact sponsors of projects to try to advance project phases

and/or adjust funding types already identified in the Transportation Improvement Program.  Staff will

then select projects in order from the appropriate waiting lists included in preceding page (Appendix C,

Table 5) of the Fiscal Year 2024-2027 Transportation Improvement Program to the limit of applicable

funds available.

a. Contact the sponsor of the top ranked project on the specific waiting list to determine the sponsor’s

interest in being selected.  If the amount of funds available is less than the requested cost of that
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project, the sponsor will be asked if it would be willing to complete the entire project as submitted 

for the amount of funds available.  Projects that accept partial funding will be removed from the list.  

If the response is no, or if all the available funds have not been fully allocated, Denver Regional 

Council of Governments staff will proceed to the next project on the waiting list.  Sponsors that 

request to be passed over on the funding opportunity will remain on the waiting list.  Denver 

Regional Council of Governments staff will make every attempt to adjust and swap funding types 

between projects in order to fund the top ranked project with the appropriate available funding.   

b. At the end of Fiscal Year 2026 (September 30, 2026), even if less than $2 million has accrued within a

funding category, staff will go down each specific waiting list in accordance with section 2.a. above to

allocate available funds.

3. Recommend projects to be programmed will be taken through the appropriate amendments process

according to the adopted policy.
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APPENDIX D Environmental Justice and Equity 
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Introduction 
The Transportation Improvement Program identifies all current federally funded surface transportation 

projects in the Denver region. Equity and environmental justice are key considerations in the 

development of this document. This report evaluates the investments in the Denver Regional Council of 

Governments (DRCOG) Transportation Improvement Program through the lens of environmental justice 

and equity. It includes explanations of how DRCOG defines environmental justice zones and 

marginalized communities more broadly, how project investments are evaluated, and the anticipated 

impacts, both positive and negative, of the portfolio of investments on communities living adjacent to 

project sites. 

Nondiscrimination Framework 
DRCOG strives to improve the quality of life in the Denver region and avoid potential discriminatory 

impacts of our programs. As such, we adhere to federal and state nondiscrimination requirements that 

relate to our role as a metropolitan planning organization, among other functions. These include: 

• Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, which prohibits discrimination based on race, color, or national

origin.

• The Older Americans Act of 1965, which requires funding for people with the greatest economic or social

need, particularly older adults of color, older adults with low-income, older adults with limited English

proficiency and older adults living in rural areas.

• The Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990, which prohibits discrimination against people with

disabilities in all areas of public life.

• Executive Order 12898, Environmental Justice in Minority Populations and Low-Income Populations,

1994, which directs federal agencies to address disproportionately high and adverse human health or

environmental effects on people with low-income and people of color.

• Executive Order 13166, Improving Access to Services for Persons with Limited English Proficiency, 2000,

which requires agencies receiving federal funding to design systems by which people with limited English

proficiency can meaningfully access needed services.

• Colorado Revised Statutes § 43-1-128, Environmental Impacts of Capacity Projects, which requires the

Colorado Department of Transportation and metropolitan planning organizations to “fully evaluate the

potential environmental and health impacts on disproportionately impacted communities” during the

planning process.

Regional Context 

Environmental Justice Zones 
Executive Order 12898 mandates metropolitan planning organizations to determine the impacts of our 

programs on environmental justice communities, which the executive order defines as people of color 

and people with low-income. A common practice nationally is to identify geographic concentrations of 

these population groups. These geographic environmental justice zones can then be compared to 
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project locations to determine whether projects are geographically distributed in relation to 

environmental justice communities in the region.  

There is no legislatively prescribed procedure to define environmental justice zones or what thresholds 

to use. Prior Transportation Improvement Program environmental justice analyses defined 

environmental justice zones as Transportation Analysis Zones where the proportion of people of color or 

people with a low-income was above the regional average.  

However, staff believes the standard deviation approach introduced in this report offers a more 

meaningful definition of concentrations of these two demographic indicators. As part of this analysis, 

DRCOG uses US Census block groups as the geographic basis for defining environmental justice zones 

(rather than the Transportation Analysis Zones used previously). Census block groups identified with 

concentrations of either people of color or people with low-income (or both) at least one standard 

deviation above the regional average make up the environmental justice zones in the Denver region. 

The number of people of color is calculated by subtracting the white (not Hispanic or Latino) population 

from the total population in the geography, which yields all people of color. The number of people with 

low-income is calculated by summing all people with incomes less than 200% of the US Census poverty 

threshold for their respective family size. 

It should be noted there are also many people of color and people with low-income living in areas not 

designated as environmental justice zones. By utilizing a binary in/out approach, this analysis is 

inherently limited, so staff has developed the equity index presented later in this report to offer a more 

granular evaluation of demographics in the region. 

Figure 6 shows the identified environmental justice zones using this updated approach. Of the 2,294 

census block groups in the DRCOG region, 585 are classified as environmental justice zones. These 

represent about 26% of the total regional household population. 48% of the region’s people of color live 

within these environmental justice zones. 52% of the region’s people with low-income are located 

within these environmental justice zones.

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DRCOG’s Marginalized Communities 
DRCOG defines marginalized communities, or groups of populations experiencing discrimination and 

exclusion due to a historical and/or current unequal relationships across economic, political, social, and 

cultural dimensions, with the ten indicators listed below: 

• People of color

• People with low-income

• People with limited English proficiency

• People with a disability

• Housing cost-burdened households

• Older adults 60 and over

• Youth 17 and younger

• Households with no motor vehicle

• People born outside the US

• Single parent households

These ten indicator characteristics were derived from federal and state mandates, reviews of national 

and peer regional equity analyses and relevant literature, and engagement with community-based 

organizations in the Denver region. Each of the ten indicators informs the Equity Index as described in 

the section below. 

Equity Index 
DRCOG has also developed the agency’s first equity index. The Equity Index Dataset was developed by 

staff to better understand the geography of marginalized communities in the Denver region and make 

use of each of the 10 populations, characteristics, or indicators included in the DRCOG definition of 

marginalized communities. It was developed over months of research, best practice interviews, and 

public engagement.  

The equity index uses US Census tract geography. Each tract is given a final index score based on the 

presence of marginalized communities in its population, as shown in Figure 7. The benefit of the equity 

index is that it allows for the consideration of multiple indicators at the same time and for a measure of 

magnitude, rather than a binary approach as used in the environmental justice zones analysis discussed 

above. Both approaches are utilized in this report for comparison. 

A key component in creating the final equity index scores is to group the indicators into domains based 

on common themes. The ten indicators were grouped into the Economic Status, Mobility Barriers, and 

Race and National Origin domains as shown below. 
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The use of domains helps keep the index balanced and ensures final scores are not overly influenced by 

a particular factor of marginalization simply because more indicators relate to that factor. In this case, 

the use of domains ensures economic status, race and national origin, and mobility barriers are 

considered equally in the calculation process. Figures 8-10 illustrate the three domain scores for each 

tract in the region.

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Travel Characteristics 
DRCOG conducted an evaluation of the work travel characteristics of the Denver region’s people of color 

and people with low-income based on US Census American Community Survey data, as shown in Tables 
6 and 7. By analyzing how people with different demographic characteristics move through the region, 

we can get a sense of the relative impact of a type of project investment on that group (for instance, if 

people of color take transit at a disproportionately higher rate than white people, it is likely people of 

color will benefit from transit investments in their communities to a greater extent than white residents. 

A federal poverty threshold of 150% was utilized, rather than DRCOG’s standard 200%, due to the 

limited availability of data from the American Community Survey. However this still provides a 

compelling view of the impact of income on travel characteristics. The “Other” category includes 

walking, biking, taxi, motorcycle, and other means.

This analysis revealed several key findings: 

• Driving alone is the most prevalent travel mode to work for people in the Denver region, regardless of

income or race or ethnicity. Nearly 70% of people drive alone to work in the region across all categories,

although that number is slightly lower for people with low-income.

• Carpooling is significantly more common for people of color and people with low-income verses white

people and people with higher incomes. People of color carpool at more than double the rate of white

people in the Denver region.

• A larger share of people of color and people of low-income take transit to work verses white people and

people with higher incomes. The proportion of people with low-income taking transit is double that of

people with higher incomes.

• People with higher incomes and white people were significantly more likely to work from home than

people of color or people with low-income.

• People with low-income take other means (bike, walk, taxi, motorcycle, etc.) at nearly double the rate of

people with higher incomes.
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According to the 2017-2021 Census ACS 5-Year Data, more than 70,000 households throughout the 

Denver region did not have an automobile available, whether by choice or circumstance. To ensure that 

residents of these households can travel to work, school, or medical care, it is important that travel 

options such as public transit, sidewalks, and bicycle facilities are provided. 

Transit Accessibility 
Table 8 compares the percentage of the population in the 2020 and 2050 fiscally constrained 

transportation networks from the DRCOG Regional Transportation Plan that meet DRCOG’s “good 

transit-job accessibility” criterion (defined as being able to reach 100,000 jobs within a 45-minute trip) 

for each network. A 45-minute transit trip represents the average transit trip length in the Denver 

region. This timeframe includes all time, door to door, associated with the trip. Accordingly, it includes 

walk time to and from a transit stop, though it does not include drive-access trips (such as driving to a 

park-and-ride). It shows the share of population within the environmental justice zones that meet the 

accessibility criteria in 2020 (74%) and the projected share in 2050 (78%) with the fiscally constrained 

multimodal transportation projects included in the plan.   

Table 8 also indicates that environmental justice zones will benefit from the region’s transit 

investments, as their accessibility share has a similar increase and a higher total by 2050 than the entire 

region.

Transportation Information Dissemination  
One key barrier limiting access to transportation for marginalized communities is the lack of information 

about available transportation options (or how to access such information). The Denver Regional 

Mobility and Access Council provides information and referral services about transportation options 

through a published guide, a cellphone application, an online resource, and a call center. They regularly 

publish the Getting There Guide, a resource guide that helps Denver area residents identify a variety of 

transportation options (available in print and online in English, Spanish, Arabic, Russian, and Somali and 

in an audio format). Also available on their website is an online database called Transit Options that 

helps individuals find the transportation options that are right for them. In addition to these two 

resources, they also operate an information and referral call center that assists individuals to find the 

best transportation options for them and host travel trainings to familiarize users with their options.  

DRCOG’s Area Agency on Aging maintains the Aging and Disability Resource Center for Colorado. This 

program connects older adults, adults with disabilities, and their caregivers and families with 

information and services to help them remain in the community of their choice. The Aging and Disability 
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Resource Center helps individuals manage their health issues, remain independent, and understand 

long-term care support and services options, including transportation. 

Environmental Justice Analysis 
The first step in analyzing the investments in the Transportation Improvement Program is to compare 

project locations to the established environmental justice zones. The FY 2024-2027 Transportation 

Improvement Program contains a total of 98 projects selected by DRCOG for funding. These were 

selected through a set of four calls for projects including a Regional Share and Subregional Share for 

both the prior 2022-2025 Transportation Improvement Program as well as this document. The majority 

of the 2022-2025 projects have carried over into this document. This is a different process from 

DRCOG’s standard two calls for projects due to the enactment of the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs 

Act prior to the adoption of this document. This results in a larger set of DRCOG-selected projects than 

would ordinarily be seen in a Transportation Improvement Program, all of which are included in this 

analysis. Of those, 49 (50%) are located at least partially within or adjacent to and have the potential to 

benefit an environmental justice zone. 

Note this analysis excludes those projects unable to be mapped, greater than 20 square miles in area, or 

regional in nature, including the transportation demand management marketing programs, air quality 

outreach programs, Way to Go (van pool and car pool, etc.), areawide transit programs (including those 

for seniors and people with disabilities), and some studies. Many of these may provide significant 

benefit to environmental justice communities, although it is difficult to localize their impacts as part of 

this analysis. 

Compared to prior analyses, the number of projects located in or adjacent to an environmental justice 

zone has decreased substantially. As previously noted, the definition of the environmental justice zones 

has been altered, from those areas with populations of the indicator groups above the regional average, 

to those with a population one standard deviation above the regional average. DRCOG is confident this 

offers a much more meaningful understanding of where these communities are concentrated in the 

region, however readers should avoid making a one-to-one comparison with previous, historical 

analyses given the change in methodology. 

The following pages include more in-depth analyses based on project locations by project type. 
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Roadway Projects 
Roadway projects are defined as those where the primary activity involves one or more of the 

improvements listed below. Most, if not all, roadway projects in the Transportation Improvement 

Program include other project elements, including bike and pedestrian accommodations, transit 

facilities, and safety improvements as well. 

• New roads

• Road widenings

• Road reconstructions

• New interchanges

• Interchange reconstructions

• New bridges

• Bridge reconstruction

There are ten DRCOG-selected roadway projects listed in the current Transportation Improvement 

Program. Of these, six are located at least partially within or adjacent to an environmental justice zone, 

representing 60% of the total. Given the majority of the traveling public in the Denver region, regardless 

of demographic characteristics, either drive alone or carpool to work, roadway projects are an important 

component of ensuring access to key destinations. However, adjacent neighborhoods should always be 

considered, with efforts made to prevent the roadway from itself becoming a barrier to nearby residents 

wishing to walk, bike, roll, or take transit to their destination. Efforts to mitigate environmental hazards 

such as noise, emissions, and other negative health impacts on adjacent communities are also important 

to include during project design. Figure 11 shows these projects compared to environmental justice 

zones.

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Transit Projects 
Transit projects are defined as those where the primary activity involves one or more of the following 

improvements listed below. Many transit projects in the Transportation Improvement Program may also 

include operational improvements or active transportation connections to transportation facilities as 

well. 

• Rapid transit (rail or bus rapid transit)

• Bus service

• Transit facilities (passenger, maintenance)

• Transit vehicles

There are 10 DRCOG-selected transit projects listed in the current Transportation Improvement Program 

less than 20 square miles in area. Of these, eight are located at least partially within or adjacent to an 

environmental justice zone, representing 80% of the total.  

Given the regional goal to improve job accessibility by transit, as well as the fact that environmental 

justice communities utilize transit at significantly higher rates than non-environmental justice groups in 

the Denver region, transit improvements in environmental justice zones are very important. Figure 12 

shows these projects compared to environmental justice zones.

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Active Transportation Projects 
Active transportation projects are defined as those where the primary activity involves one or more of 

the following improvements listed below. Many active transportation projects in the Transportation 

Improvement Program, particularly Complete Streets improvements, may include other aspects such as 

transit bus stops, or otherwise improve access to transit facilities. 

• Bicycle facilities (new or upgraded)

• Pedestrian facilities (new or upgraded)

• Complete Streets improvements

There are 62 DRCOG-selected active transportation projects listed in the current Transportation 

Improvement Program less than 20 square miles in area. Of these, 28 are located at least partially within 

or adjacent to an environmental justice zone, representing 45% of the total. While people of color were 

found to commute by other means (including biking and walking) at a lower rate than white people in 

the region, people with low-income did commute by other means at double the rate of people with 

higher incomes.  

Commute trips also represent only one aspect of peoples’ travel, and improved active transportation 

facilities are important to improve healthy outcomes and access to destinations in communities. Figure 
13 shows these projects compared to environmental justice zones.

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Safety/Operational Projects 
Safety/operational projects are defined as those where the primary activity involves one or more of the 

following improvements. Many safety/operational projects in the Transportation Improvement Program 

include improvements that are related to roadway operations and safety, transit operations and safety, 

or bike and pedestrian safety as well. 

• Vision Zero improvements

• Operational improvements

There are 16 DRCOG-selected safety/operational projects listed in the current Transportation 

Improvement Program less than 20 square miles in area. Of these, seven are located at least partially 

within or adjacent to an environmental justice zone, representing 44% of the total. While not tied to a 

single mode of travel, safety and operational improvements improve the efficiency, safety, and comfort 

of the transportation system for all travelers. Figure 14 shows these projects compared to 

environmental justice zones.

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Equity Analysis 
The FY 2024-2027 Transportation Improvement Program contains a total of 98 projects selected by 

DRCOG for funding. This number excludes those projects unable to be mapped, greater than 20 square 

miles in area, or regional in nature, including transportation demand management marketing programs, 

air quality outreach programs, Way to Go (van pool and car pool, etc.), areawide transit programs 

(including those for seniors and people with disabilities), and some studies. Many of these may provide 

significant benefit to environmental justice communities, although it is difficult to localize their impacts 

as part of this analysis. 

As shown in Table 9 the 98 projects included in the FY 2024-2027 Transportation Improvement Program 

as a whole, and by project type, tend to be located in census tracts with a higher degree of 

marginalization than the region as a whole (with the exception of safety/operational projects).

This also holds true when evaluated further by using quartiles to group census tracts. Quartiles divide 

the census tracts in the region into four groups of equal size based on their index scores, such that the 
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first quartile includes tracts with the lowest 25% of index scores and the fourth quartile includes tracts 

with the highest 25% of index scores. There are roughly 200 tracts in each quartile throughout the 

region. Adjacent to project locations, there are 122 tracts in the fourth quartile while only 58 tracts that 

fall in the first quartile, indicating that projects are generally distributed in more marginalized 

communities, as shown in the chart above.  

Recognizing that “scores” derived from equity indices don’t provide qualitative understanding of 

projects’ potential positive and negative impacts on surrounding communities, DRCOG worked with 

community-based organizations to identify a comprehensive list of potential benefits and burdens that 

could potentially impact surrounding communities because of a project’s implementation, shown in 

Table 10. DRCOG staff further evaluated project types to determine magnitude of benefits and burdens 

and key potential benefits and burdens by project type. These are reviewed in more depth on the 

following pages.

Access 
Increases access to opportunities and services for the 
communities that allow the community to thrive, 
often through improved connectivity or the lowering 
of barriers or expanding service areas; improves 
education. 

Reduces access to opportunities and services through 
reductions in accessibility, including through the 
construction of facilities that may divide or disconnect 
a community. 

Mobility 
Increases access to high-quality mobility choices 
through the expansion or improved reliability of 
transit service, active transportation facilities, or travel 
options; reduces costs; improves education; improves 
ease/comfort of use. 

Creates physical, technological, or financial barriers 
that limit or remove access to mobility choices. 

Congestion 
Mitigates congestion (often through increased 
reliability and optimized capacity). 

Increases traffic congestion. 

Environment and Health 
Reduces exposure to environmental risk factors or 
negative health outcomes in communities benefiting 
from the investment. 

Increases the probability of exposure to 
environmental risk factors and negative health 
impacts (often as a result of increased greenhouse 
gases, noise, air toxins, particulate matter, or other 
harmful pollutants). 

Safety 
Reduces injuries, fatalities, and crashes in 
communities benefitting from the investment. 

Increases the risk or frequency of injuries, fatalities, 
and crashes due to the project (often the result of 
higher speeds or traffic volumes). 

Resilience 
Reduces the risks and effects of natural and human-
created hazards on lives, property, equipment, and 
infrastructure. 

Increases the risk or frequency of loss of life, trauma, 
or damage to property, equipment, or infrastructure 
by building in a way that does not account for natural 
and human-created hazards. 

Development 
Encourages development that meets the needs of 
current residents and people of all ages, incomes, and 
abilities. 

Increases the risk of displacement of residents or 
businesses, prioritizes the needs of future/new 
residents, and may result in further concentration of 
poverty. 

In total, the 98 DRCOG-selected projects included in the FY 2024-2027 Transportation Improvement 

Program are likely to increase access to essential opportunities and services, increase access to mobility 

choices, and reduce injuries, fatalities, and crashes, especially for marginalized communities. 
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Roadway Projects 

Roadway projects (shown in green in the chart above and in Figure 15) have been identified by DRCOG 

and community-based organization feedback as likely to provide proportional benefits and burdens to 

nearby communities. A key potential benefit of roadway projects is increasing access to essential 

opportunities and services for the communities that allow the community to thrive, often through 

improved connectivity or the lowering of barriers. Notable potential burdens are increasing the 

exposure to environmental risk factors or negative health outcomes (often as a result of increased 

greenhouse gases, noise, air toxins, particulate matter, or other harmful pollutants). 

The FY 2024-2027 Transportation Improvement Program includes ten roadway projects. While 23 

census tracts are located immediately adjacent to these ten projects, 15 are identified as being in the 

most marginalized quartile. While the investment associated with these projects is primarily geared 

towards roadway improvements, project sponsors are strongly encouraged through the project 

evaluation and selection process to include multimodal improvements that would benefit transit users, 

people walking and rolling, and people biking as well. These projects are also important since the 

majority of residents in the Denver region travel along the region’s roadways on a regular basis by car, 

carpool, or bus. Figure 15 shows these projects compared to the equity index dataset.

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Transit Projects 

Transit projects (shown in maroon in the chart above and in Figure 16) have been identified by DRCOG 

and community-based organization feedback as likely to provide more benefits than burdens to nearby 

communities. Key potential benefits provided by transit projects are increasing access to essential 

opportunities and services for the communities that allow the community to thrive, often through 

improved connectivity or expanding service areas and increasing access to mobility choices through the 

expansion or improved reliability of transit service; reduced costs, or improved ease/comfort of use.  

While likely providing more benefits than burdens, a notable potential negative impact that might affect 

surrounding communities is increasing the risk of displacement of current residents or businesses or 

prioritizing the needs of future/new residents which may result in further concentration of poverty. 

The FY 2024-2027 Transportation Improvement Program includes 10 transit projects less than 20 square 

miles in area. The majority of these tracts falling into the third and fourth quartiles, indicating transit 

projects are located in tracts that are more marginalized. Transit projects are likely to provide benefits 

across a range of communities, especially people taking transit, older adults, children, people with a 

disability, and people without access to a car. People of color and people with low-income are also likely 

to experience benefits from transit projects based on their travel characteristics. Figure 16 shows these 

projects compared to the equity index dataset.

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Active Transportation Projects 

Active transportation projects (shown in orange in the chart above and in Figure 17) have been 

identified by DRCOG and community-based organization feedback as likely to provide more benefits 
than burdens to nearby communities. Key potential benefits include increasing access to essential 

opportunities and services for the communities that allow the community to thrive, often through 

improved connectivity or the lowering of barriers, and increasing access to mobility choices through the 

expansion of active transportation facilities or travel options; reduced costs; or improved ease/comfort 

of use.  

While likely providing more benefits than burdens, a notable potential burden that might impact 

surrounding communities is increasing the risk of displacement of current residents or businesses or 

prioritizing the needs of future/new residents which may result in further concentration of poverty. 

The FY 2024-2027 Transportation Improvement Program includes 62 active transportation projects less 

than 20 square miles in area. Due to the high number of projects, the number of tracts immediately 

adjacent to these projects is 183. As with transit projects, the majority of tracts adjacent to active 

transportation projects are more marginalized. Active transportation projects are likely to provide 

benefits across a range of communities, including people walking or rolling, biking, taking transit, older 

adults, children, people with a disability, and people without access to a car. People of color and people 

with low-income are also likely to experience benefits from active transportation projects based on their 

travel characteristics. Figure 17 shows these projects compared to the equity index dataset.

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Safety/Operational Projects 

Safety/operational projects (shown in purple in the chart above and in Figure 18) have been identified 

by DRCOG and community-based organization feedback as likely to provide more benefits than 
burdens to nearby communities. A key potential benefit includes reducing injuries, fatalities, and 

crashes. 

While likely providing more benefits than burdens, notable potential burdens that might impact 

surrounding communities are increasing traffic congestion and increasing the risk of displacement of 

current residents or businesses or prioritizing the needs of future/new residents which may result in 

further concentration of poverty. 

The FY 2024-2027 Transportation Improvement Program includes 16 safety and operational projects less 

than 20 square miles in area. 54 tracts are impacted by safety and operational projects, with a slight 

majority falling into tracks of less marginalization. Safety and operational projects are likely to provide 

benefits across a range of communities, including people walking or rolling, taking transit, driving, older 

adults, children, people with a disability, and people without access to a car. People of color and people 

with low-income are also likely to experience benefits based on their travel characteristics. Figure 18 

shows these projects compared to the equity index dataset.

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Conclusion 
Regional-level analysis indicates DRCOG-funded projects are generally located in more marginalized tracts 
versus in tracts of less marginalization. Approximately 26% of the regional population is within the defined 

environmental justice zones, with each of the project types analyzed overrepresented in these zones. The 

majority of census tracts immediately adjacent to projects of each project type are also in the top two 

quartiles of census tracts within the equity index. This shows that projects are located in areas where they 

can impact the lives of marginalized communities in our region. Projects have both benefits and burdens, but 

through project evaluation and selection, those projects with the greatest benefits and minimal burdens 

should be prioritized for funding in this document. This helps us to see that the benefits and burdens are 

distributed throughout the region, without adversely impacting marginalized communities. Specifically, each 

the following conclusions can be drawn for each project type: 

• 60% of roadway projects impact an environmental justice zone and the majority of adjacent census tracts

are in the most marginalized quartile of the equity index.

o Roadway projects are important to increase access but may increase the risk of exposure to

environmental risk factors.

• 80% of transit projects impact an environmental justice zone and the majority of adjacent census tracts

are in the top half of tracts for marginalization.

o Transit projects are expected to be beneficial to surrounding communities by increasing access

and mobility choices but may increase the risk of displacement for surrounding communities.

• 45% of active transportation projects impact an environmental justice zone and the majority of adjacent

census tracts are in the top half of tracts for marginalization.

o Active transportation projects are expected to be beneficial to surrounding communities by

increasing access and mobility choices but may increase the risk of displacement for surrounding

communities.

• 44% of safety and operational projects impact an environmental justice zone and a slight majority of

adjacent census tracts are in the top half of tracts for marginalization.

o Safety and operational projects are expected to be beneficial to surrounding communities by

reducing injuries and fatalities but may increase traffic congestion and increase the risk of

displacement for surrounding communities.

All projects selected for funding in the Transportation Improvement Program must go through further 

National Environmental Policy Act environmental analysis and public involvement prior to construction. Final 

alignments, design attributes, multimodal treatments, and state and federal approvals for projects are 

finalized at that time. The analyses must define mitigation, minimization, or abatement strategies that 

address environmental justice topics. While the analysis presented here is inherently limited in scope due to 

the regional scale of the analysis, the identification of key areas of benefit and concern should help to inform 

this further analysis by local project sponsors.
